The screen prints 'Electric Chair' by the pop art artist Andy Warhol resulted in a range of works of art. Magda Jacobs confronts the visitor with the facts. An image of a vending machine with the most commonly used execution methods in the rack. Make your choice!

Rik Van Weerdt uses black and white photos of Fort Van Breendonk to make us reflect on the horror that took place there during the Second World War.
But also lighter work by Barteline Wolfs, whose painting refers to the banana record cover that Andy Warhol designed in the 1960s for the pop group The Velvet Underground with Lou Reed as lead singer.
Sculpture 'Europe and the Bull' by Pieter d'Hont encourages Bärbel Van den Akker to create a contemporary graphic work in which Zeus, reincarnated as a 'milk cow', is restrained by the strong woman Marie-Eleonara. Herman van Hecke also depicts the dramatic moment in his pastel when the imposing bull with the princess on his back steps into the sea to abduct them to Crete. Ovid wrote in his Metamorphoses as follows: “Fearful, the kidnapped girl sees her country disappear behind her; one hand clasps his horn…. The wind plays with her loose clothes”

The blue and white wall installation in ceramics by Piet Stockmans in the Atrium in Leubrust, designed at the time for the new CERA building (1992), received renewed attention and produced beautiful work by our artists Archana Rath and our chairman Jos Verbruggen.
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Here we show just a few of the gems. The range was very varied, including video art, (photo) graphic work, ready-mades, paintings, cardboard art and sculptures.
All artists gave their best and the vernissage was a success with more than 70 visitors. The guided tours for KBC employees in July and August attracted 26 interested people. The number of members steadily increased to 130!
